Selector Pin Replacement / Tightening
Location of Pin
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Refitting/Tightening

If the pin has come out, it should be inserted into the back of the pistol with the indent face up as is shown in this picture:
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Using a small rubber mallet or similar, knock the rear sight from the selector to the opposite side of the slide approximately 3-4mm until the small grub screw is exposed as per this diagram:
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Using the Allen key supplied with the pistol, tighten the grub screw taking care not to over tighten and strip the Allen key.
Note: If the selector fell out when the pin came loose, please ensure you have not lost the 3mm ball bearing from behind it as this acts as a de-tent to stop the selector vibrating round when in use.

Warning:
Do NOT use a thread lock compound on the grub screw. If you feel it is necessary, use nail varnish on the last 2 threads of the grub screw only. If you use thread lock then you will invalidate your warranty as we may not be able to remove the grub screw again should it be necessary.
